In maths you will be continuing dividing fractions by fractions and then moving onto dividing fractions by integers – or whole numbers. When dividing fractions by integers there are two key rules: Firstly, convert the integer to a fraction. Then secondly, keep your first fraction, change the division to a multiplication and flip the second fraction.

For example: 4/5  2 becomes 4/5  2/1, then 4/5 x 1/2.

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Question

What impression is the reader given about the character of
Jimmy in the opening chapter? Explain two features of his
character using evidence from the text to support your answer
[3 marks]
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Answers

Acceptable points:

AP1. Jimmy is a joker or prankster.
AP2. Jimmy is a rebel or a rulebreaker.
AP3. Jimmy is scared easily.

Award 3 marks for two acceptable points, at least one with evidence,
e.g.

Jimmy is clearly a joker because he played lots of practical jokes on
people on the school trip, such as letting off a stink bomb during
lunch. He is also a rulebreaker because he took something from the
museum. [AP1 + evidence and AP2 + evidence]

Jimmy is a rebel because he stole a scarab from the museum but he
is also easily scared. [AP2 + evidence and AP3]

Award 2 marks for either two acceptable points, or one acceptable
point with evidence, e.g.

Jimmy is a practical joker and he is also a rulebreaker [AP1 and
AP2]

« Jimmy is scared easily because he pulled the covers up to his nose
to hide when he saw Tutankhamun. [AP3 + evidence]

Award 1 mark for one acceptable point, e.g.
Jimmy is a prankster. [AP1]
It is clear that Jimmy gets scared easily. [AP3]
