Introduction 
Running is free, you can do it almost anywhere and it has many potential health benefits. Suitable for adults and children, it can improve your fitness, reduce your risk of illness and help to maintain a healthy active lifestyle. It’s no wonder an estimated six million people in the UK are now going jogging at least once a week. 
Beginner’s Guide 
If you’ve never been a runner and are thinking of giving it a try, there are a few useful tips for beginners. It is always a good idea to build your fitness gradually. The key is consistency and a slow increase in speed and distance. Try to run regularly - a few times per week – but there’s no need to go too far or too fast straight away. 
Begin each run with a gentle warm-up for at least five minutes. 
If you’re totally new to running, start by walking for any amount that feels comfortable from about 10 to 30 minutes. 
When you can walk comfortably for at least 30 minutes, include some short running intervals of one or two minutes. 
As time goes on, make the running intervals longer and the walking sections shorter until you’re just running the whole way! 
Keep an upright posture, smooth stride and aim to have your arms and shoulder relaxed with elbows bent. 
Always give yourself time to cool down properly when you finish a run by walking and gently stretching for at least 5-10 minutes. 

Staying Motivated 
Goals - Set yourself regular targets of either time, frequency or distance. You don’t need to be involved in a race to be in competition. Sometimes, competing with yourself can be just as much of an exciting challenge. 
Clubs and Company - Run with a friend or local group. Most clubs cater for all ages and ability levels, including beginners, and are usually a very friendly bunch. According to research, you’re more likely to stick with regular exercise if it’s a sociable activity that you do with someone else. 
Diary - Keep a training log of your runs. This could include as much or as little detail as you like. You could note your route, distance, time and how you felt. If you ever feel like you’re not making as much progress as you wanted, look back over your past achievements! 
Variety – mix up your routes and distances to avoid the same old routine becoming boring. Doing other forms of exercise is known as cross-training. Swimming and cycling are other great ideas to support and improve your running, as well as being enjoyable exercise too. 

Different Distances and Types 
	Track Running 
	Usually involves athletes running over specified distances on an oval running track. Events are generally categorised as sprints, middle distance and long distance, plus hurdles races. 

	Road Running 
	Anyone can enjoy road running and even compete in events with measured courses over an established distance. This could be running safely along pavements or in an organised events roads may have special permission to be closed to all vehicle traffic. These events normally start at 5km or 10km, ranging up to half marathons (13.1 miles) and marathons (26.2 miles). 

	Cross Country Running 
	Also similar to Fell running or Trail running – this usually takes place over open or rough terrain which may include grass, mud, woodlands, hills or even water. 



Specialist Gear and Gadgets 
Running doesn’t have to require much equipment but a good pair of running shoes are an essential investment in order to reduce the risk of injury. Specialist running retailers can give advice and fit running shoes to individual runners, based on your ability and goals. Running shoes should fit snugly to avoid slipping and sliding that can lead to blisters. A good design allows your foot to strike the ground properly, reducing the amount of shock that travels up your leg. They should be replaced over time, typically every 300 miles. 
[image: page5image46277984]When you get started, you can wear whatever feels comfortable to run in. After a while, you may choose some clothing with more technical sports fabric, which is designed to draw the sweat
away from your body. 
As your running advances, you may decide to use a digital sports watch to record and monitor your runs or even a heart-rate monitor to check your effort level is where it should be. 
Running for Kids 
Running does not have to be about being the fastest or completing the furthest distance. It can be a rewarding and enjoyable activity without any competition. Always make your first rule to be running for fun!

Choose the correct running shoes that are flexible and light. Eating healthily is a priority. Plenty of fruit, vegetables and a balanced diet will help no matter what! 
Make sure you rest well. Always aim to have a good night’s sleep and if you feel any pain from running or other activities, try to rest rather than make it worse.

This week we will be looking at fair trade. Fair trade means that everyone gets a fair wage for the work they do. We will begin by looking at bananas. An average non-fair trade banana costs 30p. Read below about all the different jobs it takes to get a banana to your local shop. How much money do you think each person should get out of the 30p you might spend on a banana?
 
Banana Worker: 

Jobs: 12-14 hours per day of hard physical labour in hot conditions. 
Selecting the best bananas.
Washing bananas – you will have your hands in water all day.
Cutting bananas – you will have to carry heavy loads of bananas on your back.
Applying fertilisers and pesticides – can lead to health risks such as cancer and other diseases.

Worry: Will you have enough money to buy food, pay medical bills or to send your children to school? You may not be allowed to meet together with other workers to complain about your pay, the way you are treated at work or where you live. Pesticides are also sprayed from planes – they are likely to fall on your home or the local school.

Plantation owner:

Jobs: You will have to pay for expensive pesticides, fuel for pesticide-spraying aeroplanes, tools and machinery

Worries:
Most shoppers want “perfect fruit” – no mark on the skin, nice shape etc. If any of your bananas don’t meet these high standards they have to be scrapped – so you lose money.
You bear the cost if the harvest is bad, or a hurricane or pest
destroys your crop.
You need money to keep paying for the latest machines and ideas, so your plantation stays up to date and you stay in business.
The longer your land is used to grow bananas, the more the nutrients in the soil will be used up and you will have to buy expensive fertilisers, or new land.


Shipper
Jobs: Buy big cargo ships and make sure they are in working order. Buy fuel for the ships, and employ staff to man the ships. The staff need to be looked after whilst they are at sea. You need to make sure the bananas are stored properly in refrigerators.

Worries:
If a cargo is lost or damaged, it may be your fault and you may have to pay for it.
If bananas aren’t stored properly on the ships, they might ripen too soon they will be spoilt by the time they arrive at the shops. You will have to pay for your ships to be in port at both ends of the sea journey

Importer and ripener.
Jobs: You need to transport the bananas from the ship to warehouses where they will be made to ripen using special gas. You need to pay for lorries, drivers, and workers in the warehouses. You then have to package the bananas.

Worries:
You will have to promise the plantation owner that you will buy
a certain amount of bananas each week. You will have to promise the shops
you will provide a certain amount of bananas each week. Whatever
happens, you will have to keep the promises. You have to pay to import bananas.

Shops and supermarkets
Jobs: You have to pay rent for your building. You have to pay the people who work in your store, and the energy it takes to run a store. You need to pay the importer for the bananas.

Worries.
If the bananas are handled badly or arrive on the shelves over-ripe, you may have to reduce them, or take them off sale. Customers might complain. You might stock too many bananas, and have to throw them away if they aren’t bought.

Below is a recipe for banana bread, using fair trade bananas.

Either:
1. Make the recipe below, with adult supervision.
2. Research other fair trade products, and write a recipe using them.

Ingredients
· 225g/8oz self-raising flour
· 100g/4oz butter
· 150g/5oz caster sugar
· 450g/1lb Fairtrade bananas (the softer the better), peeled and mashed
· ½ tsp salt
· 2 eggs
· 175g/6oz mixed dried fruit


Method
1. Pre-heat the oven to 180C/350F/Gas 4.
2. Mix all the of the ingredients except the dried fruit together. You can do this in a food processor or by hand in a mixing bowl.
3. When the ingredients are all thoroughly combined, fold in the dried fruit.
4. Spoon the batter mixture into a 1kg/2lb non-stick loaf tin, spread it out evenly and bake it for one and a half hours.
5. When the banana bread has risen, golden-brown on top and cooked through, remove it from the oven and set aside to cool on a wire rack. Slice before serving.

There are further _categories
including Valnerable and Near Threatened
for species which may face a risk of
endangerment in the near future.

However, there are success  stories too.
